Florence lies in a
fertile valley nestled in the center of charming
vineyards and olive groves. The art galleries and
museums of Florence are known throughout the
world.

Upon
arrival to Florence we will have a walking tour of the
Giotto Tower. The tower belongs to the Gothic period and
is classical with its multicolored marbles. Next we view
the Piazza Della Signoria with its many statues that make
this Piazza an open-air museum of sculptures. We
proceed to the Ponte Vecchio to view the covered bridge,
which dates back to the 14™ century. In the evening,
enjoy dinner at a local restaurant.

Our guided tour includes the adjacent
cathedral and the Baptistery with its precious
Romanesque carvings and echoing acoustics.
